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10 Week Rule

This directive applies to the following qualifications/Units:
· SVQs
· Workplace Core Skill Units
· Assessor/Verifier Units

The 10 Week Rule is a mandatory criterion specific to the above qualifications/Units, therefore has not been included within the higher level regulatory principles. This Directive, which forms part of our overall regulatory principles, is an instruction to all approved awarding bodies accredited to offer SVQs to continue to:

Ensure that candidates seeking certification for a full SVQ, a Workplace Core Skill Unit or the Assessor/Verifier Units are registered for at least 10 weeks before a claim for certification is made.

The Rule is to allow awarding bodies sufficient time to carry out an appropriate quality assurance intervention, should a claim for certification be made in less than 10 weeks from the point of registration.

Awarding bodies are encouraged to enhance their quality assurance monitoring at centres where completion times are consistently less than 10 weeks.
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
